Introduction:

___________________ – The issue of the prescription, the practice, the people and the picture of baptism for the Christian

Definition – The Greek word for baptism is “baptizmo” and it literally means “to immerse, to dip in and under water”. It is used in the New Testament to describe the event followers of Christ participated in to give public testimony of their faith and thus to identify with Christ. 

A. The ____________________ of Baptism by immersion in the N.T.

1. Jesus commanded us to baptize as part of the Great Commission - Matthew 28:19 - Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit……
2. Peter commanded baptism as he carried out the Great Commission

Acts 2:38 - And Peter said to them, “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

What prevents me from being baptized?”….. And he commanded the chariot to stop, and they both went down into the water, Philip and the eunuch, and he baptized him.

1. The _____________________ were baptized -Acts 2:41- So those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand souls. 

2. The ______________ -were baptized - Acts 8:12 - But when they believed Philip as he preached good news about the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men and women. 

3. The _______________ were baptized - Acts 10:47-48 - “Can anyone withhold water for baptizing these people, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?” And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked him to remain for some days.” 

4. The ______________ were baptized -Acts 16:30-33 - Then he brought them out and said, “Sirs, what must I do to be saved?”  And they said, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household.” And they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all who were in his house. And he took them the same hour of the night and washed their wounds; and he was baptized at once, he and all his family

Definition - The word for church in the Greek language is "ekklesia". It means “called out assembly” but basically means "a gathering together". It should be noted that 109X out of the 114X it refers to local church.

1. It began with 120 in an upper Room - Acts 1:13 And when they had entered, they went up to the upper room, where they were staying……

2. It continues with 3000 at the Day of Pentecost – Acts 2:41 - So those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand souls…..

3. It continues with daily additions – Acts 2:47 - Praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to their number day by day those who were being saved. 

4. It continues with 5000 additions - Acts 4:4  -But many of those who had heard the word believed, and the number of the men came to about five thousand. 

5 It expands with multiplication – Acts 6:7 - And the word of God continued to increase, and the number of the disciples multiplied greatly in Jerusalem, and a great many of the priests became obedient to the faith.
