1. REACHING FOR spiritual maturity through Bible input, fellowship and prayer _______________
a. The ______________ - Acts 2:42 - And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread and in prayers ….. See also Acts 4:13 
b. Specific _____________ - Acts 14:21-22 - And when they had preached the gospel to that city and made many disciples, they returned to Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch, strengthening  the souls of the disciples,  exhorting them to continue in the faith, and saying, “We must through many tribulations enter the kingdom of God.” – See also Acts 15:40-41 and 18:23

c. Intense _________ Training - Acts 11:25-26 - Then Barnabas departed for Tarsus to seek Saul. And when he had found him, he brought him to Antioch. So it was that for a whole year they assembled with the church and taught a great many people. And the disciples were first called Christians in Antioch.
d. The _________________of the Bible - Acts 19:9-10 - But when some were hardened and did not believe, but spoke evil of the Way before the multitude, he departed from them and withdrew the disciples, reasoning daily in the school of Tyrannus. And this continued for two years, so that all who dwelt in Asia heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks.

2. REACHING UP in intercessory prayer through e-prayer & sanctuary prayer ____________ 

a. ______________ in a Prayer Meeting - Acts 1:14 & 2:1 - These all continued with one accord in prayer and supplication, with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with His brothers…. When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.

b. _____________ in a Prayer Meeting - Acts 4:31 - And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God with boldness.

c. ______________ in a Prayer Meeting - Acts 12:5 & 12 - Peter was therefore kept in prison, but constant prayer was offered to God for him by the church…. So, when he had considered this, he came to the house of Mary, the mother of John whose surname was Mark, where many were gathered together praying.

d. ____________ in a Prayer Meeting - Acts 13:2-3 - As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the Holy Spirit said, “Now separate to Me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.” Then, having fasted and prayed, and laid hands on them, they sent them away.

3. REACHING WITHIN to the body of Christ through service and ministry ________________
a. The body is lacking in __________ - Acts 6:1 - Now in those days, when the number of the disciples was multiplying, there arose a complaint against the Hebrews by the Hellenists, because their widows were neglected in the daily distribution 

b. The body appoints more __________ - Acts 6:3-4 - “Therefore, brethren, seek out from among you seven men of good reputation, full of the Holy Spirit and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this business;  but we will give ourselves continually to prayer and to the ministry of the word.”

4. REACHING OUT in evangelism through gospel tracts & church invites ____________
a. The world _________ to the Church - Acts 2:5 & 41 - And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men, from every nation under heaven. ….Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand souls were added to them. 

b. The Church ________ to the world - Acts 8:1 & 4 - At that time a great persecution arose against the church which was at Jerusalem; and they were all scattered throughout the regions of Judea and Samaria, except the apostles…. Therefore those who were scattered went everywhere preaching the word.  

c. The Church is __________ the Great Commission - Acts 2:47 - Praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved.

5. REACHING DOWN for financial giving through tithes & offerings ______________
a. Meeting the _________ of new believers - Acts 2:44-45 - Now all who believed were together, and had all things in common, and sold their possessions and goods, and divided them among all, as anyone had need.

b. Meeting the ________ of local believers - Acts 4:34-35 - Nor was there anyone among them who lacked; for all who were possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the proceeds of the things that were sold, and laid them at the apostles’ feet; and they distributed to each as anyone had need.

c. Meeting the _________ of distance believers - Acts 11:29 - Then the disciples, each according to his ability, determined to send relief to the brethren dwelling in Judea
